An electronic dictionary is convenient.

I asked all the students in my class about the kind of dictionaries they usually use.
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The number of students who use only paper dictionaries is the largest of all.
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The number of students who use only electronic dictionaries is much smaller than that
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of students who use only paper ones.

Four students use both, like me. Some students don’t use any dictionaries at all.
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The number of them is two times larger than that of the students who use both.
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They say they don’t have to look up the English words because their meanings are

written in the textbook.
But I don’t think it is right.

I believe using dictionaries is important to deepen the understanding of English words.
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
