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Actually, she spends about 2 hours a day on reading and reads more than 10 books a month.
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Today Emi got the results of the survey. These are the results.
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@ At first, I was surprised to see the results because the average reading time for the
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third-year students is shorter than for the first-year or the second-year students.

But then I thought of my friends.

I’m a third-year student and most of my friends look busy because they have a lot of
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homework, juku, and so on.

Now I understand my friends can’t find the time to read books because they are too busy.
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@ 1 couldn’t believe the results at first.

My friends look very busy, so maybe they don’t have enough time to read books.
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But the results show that a lot more students than 10 years ago answered ‘more than
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five’ to the question: “How many books did you read last month?”

And then I remembered that we have ‘time for reading’ at my school every week.
I heard that our school didn’t have this time 10 years ago.
So maybe most of the students read books during this time.

® When I saw the results, I noticed something interesting.
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They show that a lot fewer students than 10 years ago answered ‘zero’ to the question:
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“How many books did you read last month?”

It means that most students these days read at least one book a month.
